1. Maintain sound financial and organizational structure

2. Promote quality education of PNPs within the current environment

AFPNP endorsed the Nurse Practitioner DNP Education, Certification and Titling: A Unified Statement in conjunction with the Nurse Practitioner (NP) Roundtable. Members of the NP Roundtable include the American Academy of Nurse Practitioners (AANP), American College of Nurse Practitioners (ACNP), National Association of Nurse Practitioners in Women's Health (NANPWH), National Association of Pediatric Nurse Practitioners (NAPNAP), National Conference of Gerontological Nurse Practitioners (NCGNP), and National Organization of Nurse Practitioner Faculties (NONPF). 
3. Represent and communicate with organizations involved with PNP education, credentialing, and practice 

Two members of the Association of the Faculties of Pediatric Nurse Practitioners (AFPNP) were elected to national positions in the National Association of Pediatric Nurses and Practitioners (NAPNAP). Michelle Beauchesne was elected as NAPNAP’s present-elect and Marguerite DiMarco was elected to serve on the nominations committee.

4. Establish reporting mechanism for representatives to other organizations 
AFPNP renewed the Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) with the Pediatric Nurses Certification Board (PNCB). The MOU with the National Organization of Nurse Practitioner Faculties (NONPF) is in the process of being revised and renewed. 

AFPNP has been represented at national meetings by several AFPNP Board Members. 
A. Pat Jackson represented AFPNP on the NONPF Joint Dialogue Group and APRN Consensus Group on acute care and primary care NP competencies. She participated in a conference call on Friday, June 13. AFPNP board member Sharron Docherty was also on the conference call. The major recommendations from the group were to keep the NP role as one role, not overlapping roles of acute and primary care, but have the overlapping designation at the population foci of either adult or pediatrics.
B. Nan Gaylord represented AFPNP in an invited meeting at AACN on September 22 where a presentation by CACC and NYU faculty provided information about the proposed DNP generalist examination. Discussion followed and significant concerns were expressed about a generalist examination for specialties such as pediatrics, midwifery, neonatal and others. The first examination was given in November.
C. Kristen Osborn, CPNP-PC and CPNP-AC represented AFPNP as a CPNP-AC at an invited meeting on August 28th and 29th with PNCB. Carol Savrin represented AFPNP as a CPNP-PC. The overlap of the PNP-PC and the PNP-AC roles was discussed. AFPNP Board Members Sharron Docherty and Elizabeth Hawkins-Walsh were also present at this meeting as representatives of the PCNB Board.

D. Nan Gaylord represented AFPNP on a conference call with the APRN Joint Dialogue Group and the National Council of State Board of Nursing (NCSBN) on December 18, 2008 concerning Licensing, Accreditation, Certification, and Education (LACE) of APNs with Moderator: Dr. Michael Bleich. 
E. Carol Savrin represented AFPNP in a conference call on January with American Academy of Nurse Practitioners, American College of Nurse Practitioners, Gerontological Advanced Practice Nurses Association, National Association of Nurse Practitioners in Women’s Health, National Association of Pediatric Nurse Practitioners and National Organization of Nurse Practitioner Faculties on nurse practitioners as primary care providers and the issue of the medical home. Elizabeth Hawkins-Walsh represented AFPNP in a meeting in Washington D.C. with this same group on this issue. 

5. Provide a forum for the discussion of issues relevant to pediatric nursing education (on-going communication through listserve, website, hot topics) and practice.

Two subcommittees/task forces were formed and have been active. Outcomes of the task forces’ activities will be discussed at AFPNP’s Annual Meeting. The two task forces and members are:

A. Pediatric content in FNP programs: Marina Slemmons (Chair). Members are Jean Ivey, Diane Inman, Deborah Gayer, Helen Lerner, Karen Duderstadt, and Jan Wyatt.

B. PNP-PC and PNP-AC content/programs: Donna Hallas (Chair). Members are Sara Majors, Peg DiMarco, Veronica Kane, Jean Ivy, Vicky Weill, Ann Pertersen-Smith, Karen Reuter-Rice, 
Sarah Sauntry, Jean Martin, Elizabeth Hawkins-Walsh, Patricia Jackson Allen, Sharron L Docherty, and Carol Savrin. 
An AFPNP update was published in the NAPNAP newsletter in the November/December. 

The AFPNP website was updated to reflect the new board members and to disseminate information to AFPNP members about these described activities. AFPNP is appreciative of PNCB’s contribution to the organization by maintaining the website and assisting with updates upon request.

6. Promote faculty development through relevant educational programs

AFPNP is co-sponsoring the Student Reception at the NAPNAP’s Annual Conference with NAPNAP and PNCB. The reception is Wednesday, March 18th from 6:30 p.m. to 8:00 p.m. AFPNP is sponsoring an educational session at NAPNAP’s Annual Conference. It is Session #411 entitled So You Want to Be a Preceptor! Practice Pearls for Preparing the Next Generation of PNP’s by Patti Lucarelli RN, MSN, CPNP on Sunday, March 22 from 9:30 to 10:30 a.m. AFPNP’s Preceptor Award and Educator Award will be given at the NAPNAP Annual Awards Breakfast on Friday, March 20th. 
7. Encourage scholarly activities among members 

AFPNP submitted a research grant to the National Center of State Board of Nursing Center for Regulatory Excellence to study Pediatric Nurse Practitioner Programs:  A Dual Track for Acute Care and Primary Care. The principal investigator is Elizabeth Hawkins-Walsh and the co-Investigators are Nan Gaylord, Sharron Lee Docherty, and Linda Lindeke. The proposal is still in review.
8. Advocate for quality child health care

AFPNP endorsed the Nurse Practitioners: Medical Home/Coordinated Primary Care Providers in conjunction with the American Academy of Nurse Practitioners (AANP), American College of Nurse Practitioners ACNP), Gerontological Advanced Practice Nurses Association (GAPNA), National Association of Nurse Practitioners in Women’s Health (NANPWH), National Association of Pediatric Nurse Practitioners (NAPNAP), and National Organization of Nurse Practitioner Faculties (NONPF). This document encourages the inclusion of nurse practitioners in legislation authorizing demonstration programs, reimbursement authorization and incentives for participation in medical homes or coordinated primary care practices. 

9. Participate in licensure, accreditation, certification and education (LACE)

AFPNP endorsed the Consensus Model for APRN Regulation: Licensure, Accreditation, Certification & Education prepared by the Advanced Practice Registered Nurses (APRN) Consensus Work Group and the National Council of State Boards of Nursing APRN Advisory Committee.
