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1. Two members of the Association of the Faculties of Pediatric Nurse Practitioners (AFPNP) are in national positions in the National Association of Pediatric Nurses and Practitioners (NAPNAP). Michelle Beauchesne is NAPNAP’s President and Jean Martin is President-elect. Marguerite DiMarco is serving on the nominations committee. Thank you all for serving in these capacities and for representing AFPNP so well.

7. AFPNP was funded by the National Center of State Board of Nursing Center for Regulatory Excellence to research Pediatric Nurse Practitioner Programs:  A Dual Track for Acute Care and Primary Care. The co-investigators are Elizabeth Hawkins-Walsh and Nan Gaylord. The team included Mary Berg (research assistant as this was her DNP project), Sharron Docherty, and Linda Lindeke. There was over a 70% response rate from PNP programs reporting their clinical content and required experiences. The qualitative interviews of PNPs functioning in APN roles differing from their educational program have been completed. The research team assembled in Washington D.C. on November 12 and 13 to complete the data analysis. The results of the study will be discussed at the AFPNP annual meeting. Additionally, the AFPNP sponsored educational session at NAPNAP’s Annual Conference is the dissemination of the study’s results. It is Session #409 entitled PNP Programs: A Dual Track for Acute and Primary Care. 9. An AFPNP task force was charged at the 2009 annual meeting to review pediatric content in FNP programs. 11. The Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) with the National Organization of Nurse Practitioner Faculties (NONPF) is in the process of being revised and renewed. Carol Savrin and Sara Majors are working with representatives from NONPF to revise our MOU and strengthen our relationship between the two nurse practitioner faculty organizations to better serve both of our constituents.
